Other Notations

In the user guide, the phone may be referred to either as “phone,” “device,” or “handset.” A
microSD ™, microSDHC ™, or microSDXC™ card is referred to as an “SD card” or a “memory
card.”

Maintaining Water and Dust Resistance

This device is rated IP68 using the Ingress Protection rating system.

Your device has been tested in a controlled environment and shown to be water and dust resistant in
certain circumstances (meets requirements of classification IP68 as described by the international
standard IEC 60529 - Degrees of Protection provided by Enclosures [IP Code]; test conditions: 15-
35°C, 86-106 kPa, 5.0 feet, for 30 minutes). Despite this classification, your device is not impervious
to water damage in any situation. It is important that all compartments are closed tightly.

Note: If any liquid is found to have entered your device components or an internally
sealed system, this condition will void your device warranty.

Follow these tips carefully to prevent damage to the device.

m Any device which uses accessible compartments or ports that can be opened should have these
sealed or closed tightly to prevent liquid from entering the system.

m Whenever your device gets wet, dry it thoroughly with a clean, soft cloth.

m Do not expose the device to salt water or ionized water, or to water over 5.0 feet deep for more
than 30 minutes. If your device is exposed to fresh water, dry it thoroughly with a clean, soft cloth.
If the device is exposed to any liquid other than fresh water, rinse the device with fresh water
immediately and dry it thoroughly with a clean, soft cloth. Failure to rinse the device in fresh
water and dry it as instructed may cause the device to suffer from operability or cosmetic issues.

m Do not expose the device to water at high pressure.

m [fthe device is dropped or receives an impact, the water and dust resistant features of the device
may be damaged.

Charge the Battery

Your device is powered by a rechargeable, standard Li-lon battery. A USB charger (charging head
and USB cable) is included with the device, for charging the battery from any standard outlet.

The battery comes partially charged. You can use the device while charging.

Charge Using the AC Adapter (Charging Head)
Itis recommended you fully charge the battery before using your device for the first time.
Note: For fastest charging times, use the Samsung Adaptive Fast Charger that came with your

device. This charger provides faster charging only when connected to devices that support Adaptive
Fast Charging.

Caution: Use only charging devices and batteries that are approved by Samsung. Samsung
accessories are designed for your device to maximize battery life. Using other accessories may
invalidate your warranty and may cause damage.

1. Insertthe USB cable into the USB charger/Accessory port.

2. Connectthe USB cable to the charging head, and then plug the charging head into a standard

outlet.

3. Unplug the charging head from the outlet and remove the USB cable from the device when
charging is complete.

Note: This device is also compatible with wireless charging devices approved by Samsung, which

are sold separately.

Reverse Charging

The included USB connector allows you to charge another device through a USB cable. When

connected, your battery is used to charge the other device, and "‘ Charging appears on your
device.
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You can also use the USB connector for transferring contacts, photos, and other content from an old
device. For more information, see Smart Switch.

Micro-USB Connector

You can use the included Micro-USB connector to connect a Micro-USB cable (such as from your
old device) to your new device for charging with the charging head, or for connecting to a computer.

Note: The Micro-USB connector does not support On-the-Go (OTG) devices such as memory
sticks, external hard drives, or keyboard and mouse accessories.

Charge Using a PC Connection

Before using a PC connection to charge your phone, ensure that the computer is turned on.
Depending on the type of connection, your phone’s battery may not charge.

2. Insertthe large end of the USB cable into a USB port on your computer.

3. After charging, remove the USB cable from both the phone and the computer.
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SIM Card

The SIM card is an IC card containing phone number and other customer information. Your phone’s
SIM card is preinstalled and should only be accessed if directed by a customer service
representative.

Handling a SIM Card

Keep the following in mind when handling a SIM card:

= You are responsible for any damage caused by inserting the SIM card in another brand IC card
reader, etc. Sprint is not responsible in such a case.

= Always keep the IC chip clean.

m  Wipe clean with a dry, soft cloth.

= Avoid applying labels. May damage SIM card.

m See instructions included with SIM card for handling.

m The SIM card is the property of Sprint.

m The SIM card is replaceable (at cost) in case of loss/damage.

m Return the SIM card to Sprint when canceling subscription.

m Returned SIM cards are recycled for environmental purposes.

m Note that SIM card specifications and performance may change without notice.

m |tis recommended that you keep a separate copy of information that is stored on SIM card.
Sprintis not responsible for damages from stored information that is lost.

m Always follow emergency procedures to suspend service if your SIM card or phone (SIM card
inserted) is lost or stolen. For details, contact Customer Service.

= Always power off the phone before inserting/removing the SIM card.

Insert SIM Card

Follow these instructions to insert a SIM card. Remember to power off your phone before inserting a
SIM card.

Note: Your phone’s SIM card is preinstalled. These instructions are for reference only.

Caution: Exercise care when using the removal tool to eject the internal SIM card/Memory card
tray.

1. Insert the removal tool into the hole on the SIM card/Memory card tray, and push until the tray
pops out.
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2. Place the SIM card on the tray.

» Make sure that the card’s gold contacts face down into the device and that the card is
positioned as shown.

3. Slide the SIM card/Memory card tray back into the slot.

Important: To prevent water and dust from entering the device, remove any dust on the gasket and
ensure that the SIM card tray is closed tightly.

Caution: If the SIM card is not inserted correctly, the device cannot detect it. Reorient the card and
place it back into the slot if the SIM card is not detected.

SD Card

Your phone supports the use of an optional SD card (not included) to expand its storage capacity.
Some cards may not operate properly with your phone.

i1 SD Card Cautions

Data: Information stored on an SD card can become lost or changed accidently or as a result of
damage. It is recommended that you keep a separate copy of important data. Sprint is not
responsible for damages from data that is lost or changed.

Reading/Writing Data: Never power off or remove the battery while reading or writing data.
Battery Level: A low battery charge may prevent reading/writing to an SD card.

Handling SD Card: Use/store SD cards away from the reach of infants. SD cards may cause
choking if swallowed.

Insert an SD Card

Follow these steps to insert an optional SD card (not included). Make sure to power your phone off
before inserting or removing an SD card.
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Note: To improve performance and reliability with High-definition video recording and playback, it is
recommended you use a memory card (SD card) that is both rated as at least a Class 10 and
provides a high read speed.

Caution: Exercise care when using the removal tool to eject the internal SIM card/Memory card
tray.

1. Insert the removal tool into the hole on the SIM card/Memory card tray, and push until the tray
pops out.

2. Place the memory card on the tray with the gold contacts facing down.

3. Slide the SIM card/Memory card tray back into the slot.

Unmount an SD Card

Always unmount an SD card before removing it from your phone.
1. From home, tap Apps i > Settings ©.

2. Tap Device maintenance \“' > Storage.

3. Tap More options = > Storage settings > SD card > Unmount.

Remove an SD Card

Follow these instructions to remove an SD card. Always power the phone off before inserting or
removing an SD card.

Caution: Exercise care when using the removal tool to eject the internal SIM card/Memory card
tray.

1. Insert the removal tool into the hole on the SIM card/Memory card tray, and push until the tray
pops out.
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2. Slide the tray out and remove the memory card.

3. Slide the SIM card/Memory card tray back into the slot.

Format an SD Card

When you insert an optional SD card for the first time, it is recommended that you format it.

Caution: Formatting an SD card permanently deletes all data onit.

1. From home, tap Apps G >Settings{a.

2. Tap Device maintenance \“' > Storage.
3. Tap More options : > Storage settings > SD Card > Format.
4. Tap Format to confirm.

Turn Your Phone On and Off

The instructions below explain how to turn your phone on and off.

Turn Your Phone On

m Press and hold the Power key.

« The first time you turn the phone on, you will see the startup screens. See Complete the
Setup Screens for details.

Turn Your Phone Off

1. Pressand hold the Power key to display the device options menu.
2. Tap Power off > Power off to turn the phone off.

Your screen remains blank while your phone is off (unless the battery is charging).

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Use the Touchscreen

Your phone’s touchscreen lets you control actions through a variety of touch gestures.

Tap

When you want to type using the keyboard, select items such as application and settings icons, or
press buttons, simply tap or touch them with your finger.

Touch and Hold

To open the available options for an item (for example, a contact or link in a Web page), touch and
hold the item.
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Swipe or Slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Drag

To drag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before you start to move your finger. While
dragging, do not release your finger until you have reached the target position.
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Flick

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, except that you need to swipe your finger in light, quick
strokes. This finger gesture is always in a vertical direction, such as when flicking the contacts or
message list.

Rotate

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to landscape by
turning the phone sideways. When entering text, you can turn the phone sideways to bring up a
bigger keyboard. See Samsung Keyboard for more details.

Note: Auto rotate needs to be enabled for the screen orientation to automatically change. Pull down
the status bar to display the notification panel, and then tap Portrait > Auto rotate > Done to
enable the option.
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Pinch and Spread

Pinch the screen using your thumb and forefinger to zoom out or spread the screen to zoom in when
viewing a picture or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to zoom out and outward to zoom in.)

Activate Your Phone

Follow the instructions below to activate your phone if it has not already been activated. Depending
on your account or how and where you purchased your phone, it may be ready to use or you may
need to activate it on your Sprint account.

m [f you purchased your phone at a Sprint Store, it is probably activated and ready to use.

m If you received your phone in the mail and it is for a new Sprint account or a new line of service, it
is designed to activate automatically.

« When you turn the phone on for the first time, you should see a Hands Free Activation
screen, which may be followed by a PRL Update screen and a Firmware Update screen.
Follow the prompts to continue.

m If you received your phone in the mail and you are activating a new phone for an existing number
on your account (you are swapping phones), you can activate on your computer online or directly
on your phone.

« Activate on your computer:
o Go to sprint.com/activate and complete the online instructions to activate your phone.
« Activate on your phone:

o Turnon your new phone. (Make sure the old one is turned off.) Your phone will
automatically attempt Hands-Free Activation.
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o Tap Activate to override auto-activation and start the manual activation wizard.
o Follow the prompts to complete the activation process.

To confirm activation, make a phone call. If your phone is still not activated, visit sprint.com/support
for assistance. If you do not have access to the Internet, call Sprint Customer Service at 1-888-211-
4727 from another phone.

Tip: Do not press the Power key while the phone is being activated. Pressing the Power key
cancels the activation process.

Note: If you are having any difficulty with activation, visit sprint.com/support.

Complete the Setup Screens

The setup screens help you set up certain features and preferences on your phone. Once your
phone has been turned on, you will see a Welcome message. You can then complete the setup
process.

Note: You may be able to complete the setup screens before your phone has been activated on your
account.

1. From the Welcome screen, select a language and tap Start to get started.
« To skip any section, tap Next or Skip.

Note: On the Welcome screen, there may also be an Accessibility button. If you are visually
impaired or hard of hearing, tap Accessibility to change the accessibility settings.

2. Follow the prompts to complete each section. For each topic, you will have the option to skip it
and continue to the next screen.

« Wi-Fi— If prompted, follow the prompts to sign in to an available Wi-Fi® network. For
secured Wi-Fi networks, you will need to enter a password. See Wi-Fi for more details.

o Terms and Conditions — Read any applicable End User License Agreements or Terms
and Conditions for using your phone, and tap Next > Agree to continue.

o Got another device? — If you have another Android™ phone, you can quickly transfer you
setup to this phone.

o Google (Add your account) — Tap Enter your email and complete the steps to sign in to
your current Google Account, or tap Or create a new account to set up a new Google
Account. Tap Skip to skip Google setup. The following options may apply depending on your
selection:

Note: When you sign in to a Google Account on your device, Factory Reset Protection is turned on.
Factory Reset Protection (FRP) prevents other people from using your device if it is reset to factory
settings without your permission. See Factory Reset Protection for more information.
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o Enter your email — Enter your Gmail™ address and password and tap Accept to
agree to the terms of service and privacy policy and sign in to your current Google
Account.

o Or create a new account — Follow the instructions to sign up for a new Google
Account. There will be screens to enter your first and last names, create an email
address (Gmail), create a password, enter recovery information (including a backup
email address and recovery question), an option to join Google+ ™, and an option to
enable purchases from the Google Play™ store app. Tap Next between each screen.

o Set up payment info — Select billing options for purchases made through Google Play.
Select Remind me later to skip this step.

o Get your apps & data — If you are using a Google Account you had set up on a previous
Android device, you can choose to use that device's backup information to restore
backed-up apps, data, system settings, Wi-Fi passwords, etc., from the previous device
to your new phone. Tap Set up as a new device to skip this step.

« Date & time — Adjust the date and time, if necessary.

« Personalize your phone — If applicable, enter your first and last name and tap Next. This
information is used by the phone to personalize certain apps.

o Set up email — Set up an email account.

« Protect your phone — Set up a screen lock to prevent others from using the phone without
your permission.

« Google services — Select your Google location and service options and then tap Next.

o Samsung account — Enter your email account and password to sign in to your current
Samsung account, or tap Create account to set up a new Samsung account.

« Get your content: Restore your content, such as images, contacts and more from
Samsung Cloud, or by copying content from your old device using a USB cable.

3. Tap Finish. Your setup is now complete. Follow the prompts to learn about basic tap menu
navigation, view tutorials, or just get started.

“* Your phone is now set up for use. If you skipped any part of the setup, you can access
additional options through the Apps screen or through Settings.

Note: You do not need to sign up for a Google Account to use your phone. However, to download
apps from Google Play, you must link your phone to a Google Account.

Smart Switch

Use Smart Switch™ to transfer contacts, photos, and other content from your old device. You can
also use the included USB connector to copy content quickly and easily from your old device, without
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installing the Smart Switch app.

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Edge Panels

m When the screen is turned on, swipe the Edge panel handle from the edge of the screen to the
center.

To configure Edge panels:

m From any screen, open the Edge screen, and then tap Settings 9

Apps Edge

You can add up to ten apps in two columns to the Apps edge panel.
To view Apps edge:

m When the screen is turned on, swipe the Edge panel handle from the edge of the screen to the
center. Keep swiping until the Apps edge panel is seen.

To configure Apps edge:

1. From any screen, open the Edge screen, and swipe until the Apps edge panel is displayed.

2. Tap Add"%¥ to add additional apps to the Apps edge.

» Toadd an app to the Apps edge, find it on the left side of the screen and tap it to add it to an
available space on a column on the right.

« Tochange the order of the apps on the Edge panel, drag each app to the desired location.
o Toremove an app, tap Remove ~ .

3. TapBack Diosave changes.

Tasks Edge

You can add shortcuts to common tasks performed with stock apps to the Tasks edge panel. Up to
ten tasks in two columns can be added.

To view Tasks edge:

m When the screen is turned on, swipe the Edge panel handle from the edge of the screen to the
center. Keep swiping until the Tasks edge panel is displayed.

To configure Tasks edge:
1. From any screen, open the Edge screen, swipe until the Tasks edge panel is displayed.
2. Tap Add ¥ to add additional tasks to the Tasks edge.

» Toadd ashortcut to the Tasks edge, find it on the left side of the screen and drag it on to an
available space on a column on the right.

« Tochange the order of the tasks on the Edge panel, drag each task to the desired location.

« Toremove atask, tap Remove = .

« Tochange the Tasks edge panel from one column to two, tap Add column.

3. TapBack Diosave changes.
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People Edge

People edge allows you to set the Edge screen to light up with distinct colors when you receive
notifications about contacts in your My people list. You can also use this panel to quickly
communicate with contacts on your My people list.

To view People edge:

m When the screen is turned on, swipe the Edge panel handle from the edge of the screen to the
center. Keep swiping until the People edge panel is seen.

To configure People edge:

1. From any screen, open the Edge screen, swipe until the People edge panel is displayed.
» Tap Add W to add additional contacts to the People edge.

« Toremove a contact, touch and hold the contact, and then drag it to [ Remove.

« Tochange the order of the contacts on the Edge panel, drag each contact to the desired
location.

2. TapOnCircle O to communicate with your friends using images, stickers, and other fun
messages.

3. TapBack Diosave changes.

Note: When OnCircle is enabled, you can access OnCircle contacts from the People edge panel by

tapping OnCircle 0.

Edge Feeds

Edge feeds display select information and notifications on the Edge screen when the screen is
turned off.

To view Edge feeds:

m When the screen is turned off, quickly swipe your finger along the Edge screen in one direction,
and then back in the opposite direction.

For more information, see Edge Screen Settings.

Edge Lighting

You can set the Edge screen to light up when you receive calls or notifications while the device is
turned over.

For more information, see Edge Screen Settings.
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S Pen

Use S Pen and your phone to create and collaborate. With S Pen, you can:
m  Write directly into a Gmail message.
m Write directly on the calendar.

= Annotate documents (Word, Excel®, PPT, PDF).

= Quickly open Notes from any screen.

Removing S Pen from Your Phone

S Penis stored in your phone to keep it protected and easy to locate.

m Pushthe S Penintorelease it, and then slide it from your phone using the notch on the end.

Caution: When you insert the S Pen into the slot, insert the S Pen’s tip first. Failure to do so can
cause the S Pen to become stuck. Forcefully detaching the S Pen from the slot may cause damage
to the S Pen and your device.

Place and Answer Calls

The following topics describe how to directly dial calls, how to answer incoming calls, and how to use

the in-call screen options.

Adjust In-Call Volume

m Adjusting Call Volume: Press the Volume key up or down during the call.

Troubleshooting
Problem: Difficulty during call.

Solution 1: It may not be possible to make a call properly in a noisy location.

Solution 2: When calling using Speaker, check the call volume. Raising the call volume may
make calling difficult.

Problem: Sound pops momentarily during a call.

Solution: Are you changing location while calling? Sound pops when signal is weak and the
phone switches to a different area.

Emergency calls are restricted in Airplane mode.

Call Using the Phone Dialer

The most “traditional” way to place a call is by using the phone’s dialer screen.

Enhanced 9-1-1 (E 9-1-1) Information

This phone features an embedded Global Positioning System (GPS) chip necessary for utilizing E 9-
1-1 emergency location services where available.

When you place an emergency 9-1-1 call, the GPS feature of your phone seeks information to
calculate your approximate location. Depending on several variables, including availability and
access to satellite signals, it may take up to 30 seconds or more to determine and report your
approximate location.

Important: Always report your location to the 9-1-1 operator when placing an emergency call.
Some designated emergency call takers, known as Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs), may
not be equipped to receive GPS location information from your phone.

Answer Phone Calls

The following information lets you know how to answer incoming calls, mute the ringer on incoming
calls, reject incoming calls, and more.

When you receive a phone call from a contact, the Incoming call screen appears and displays the
caller ID icon, name, and phone number of the calling party. When you receive a phone call from
someone who is not stored in Contacts, only the default caller ID icon and phone number appear on
the Incoming call screen.

Note: If your phone is turned off, all calls automatically go to voicemail.

This
feature periodically goes out to your voicemail, and gathers the caller information from all of the
current voicemails. It then populates a list with the caller name and number, along with the length of
time and priority level of the voicemail message.

Set Up Visual Voicemail

Setting up Visual Voicemail follows many of the same procedures as setting up traditional voicemail.
You should set up your voicemail and personal greeting as soon as your phone is activated. Your
phone automatically transfers all unanswered calls to your voicemail, even if your phone is in use or
turned off.

Browser

Browse the Internet using a full-featured browser.

While in a screen connected by SSL/TLS, data is encrypted to safely
send/receive private information, credit card numbers, corporate secrets, etc., and provide
protection against online threats (eavesdropping, falsification, impersonation, etc.).

Solution: The newly installed application may be the cause. Uninstall the application in Safe
mode. See Uninstall an App. To turn the phone on in Safe mode:

« Press and hold the Power key > touch and hold Power off, read the disclaimer for safe
mode, and then tap OK.

o After turning the phone on in Safe mode, “Safe Mode” appears at lower left.
o After restarting in Safe mode, your phone can be powered on as usual.

o Before turning the phone on in Safe mode, it is recommended that you back up important
data.

o By powering the phone on in Safe mode, added widgets may be deleted.
Problem: Cannot use phone, mail, or Internet.
