Antenna locations

Charge your phone with a USB charger

Your battery has been partially charged at the factory, but you may need to recharge it before you
can switch the phone on for the first time.

Make sure you use a compatible USB charger to charge your phone.

1. First connect the USB cable to the charger, and plug the charger into a wall outlet, then connect
the micro-USB end of the cable to your phone.

2. When the battery is full, disconnect the charger from the phone, then from the wall outlet.

You don't need to charge the battery for a specific length of time, and you can use the phone while
it's charging.

If your phone is off when you start charging, it automatically switches on.

If the battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging indicator is
displayed or before any calls can be made.

Y Tip: You can use USB charging when a wall outlet is not available. Data can be transferred while
charging the device. The efficiency of USB charging power varies significantly, and it may take
a long time for charging to start and the device to start functioning.

First connect the USB cable to the computer, then to your phone. When the battery is full, first
disconnect the USB cable from your phone, then from the computer.

Charge your phone wirelessly

No need for hassle with cables, just pop your device on a wireless charger, and it immediately starts
charging.

Your phone supports Qi, the global standard for wireless charging, and is compatible with any Qi
wireless charger. The charging areas on the phone and the charger need to touch, so make sure you
align the phone and charger properly. Not all phone models fit in all chargers.

Extend battery life

Find the balance between getting the most out of your phone while getting the battery life you need.
There are steps you can take to save power on your phone.

e Always charge the battery fully.

e Mute unnecessary sounds, such as key press sounds.
e Use wired headphones, rather than the loudspeaker.
e The camera viewfinder can be a power drain, so after you've finished taking photos, press €.

Y Tip: You can set your phone to automatically save power when the battery charge level is low.
To check the battery status, and switch battery saver mode on, on the start screen, swipe left,

and tap [€] Settings > battery saver.

When your phone goes into battery saver mode, you may not be able to change the settings of all

apps.

Save on data roaming costs

Want to go easy on your phone bills? You can save on data roaming costs by changing mobile data
settings. Data roaming means using your phone to receive data over networks that your network
service provider doesn't own or operate. Connecting to the internet when roaming, especially when
abroad, can raise data costs substantially. Your network service provider can charge you a fixed fee
for data transfer or on a pay as you use basis. To use the optimal connection method, change the
Wi-Fi, mobile data, and mail download settings.

Using a Wi-Fi connection is generally faster and less expensive than using a mobile data connection.
If both Wi-Fi and mobile data connections are available, your phone uses the Wi-Fi connection.

On the start screen, swipe left, and tap [5] Settings.

1. Tap WiFi.
2. Make sure WiFi networking is switched to On E=[].
3. Select the connection you want to use.

Close a mobile data connection
Tap mobile network, and switch Data connection to off.

Stop data roaming

Writing with the on-screen keyboard is easy and fun. You can use the keyboard when holding your
phone in portrait or landscape mode.

Snooze an alarm
Don't want to get up just yet? When an alarm sounds, you can snooze the alarm.
When the alarm sounds, tap snooze.

Update the time and date automatically

You can set your phone to update the time, date, and time zone automatically. Automatic update is
a network service.

On the start screen, swipe left, and tap [5] Settings > date+time.
Switch Set automatically to On E=].

Update the time and date manually
Switch Set automatically to Off [JEHl, and edit the time and date.

Update the time zone manually when travelling abroad
Switch Set automatically to Off [JE=l, and tap Time zone and a location.

SkyDrive

Store your stuff in the clouds. You don't need to worry about freeing memory for your favourites or
new apps.

SkyDrive is cloud storage for all your documents and photos, so you can access, share, or restore
them if need be. You can also set it to back up your stuff automatically, so when you take a photo or
a video, it's copied to your cloud album.

With SkyDrive, you can access your photos, documents, and more from your phone, tablet, or
computer. Depending on the app, you can even continue working on a document right from where
you left it earlier.

There are several places where you can access your stuff on SkyDrive. For example, you can save
photos to SkyDrive in the Photos hub, or manage your office documents in the Office hub.

Y Tip: To easily manage your stuff in the cloud on your phone, you can download the SkyDrive
app from Store.

Save your photos and other stuff to SkyDrive

You can upload files saved on your phone to SkyDrive for easy access from your phone, tablet, or
computer.

You need a Microsoft account to connect to SkyDrive.

1. Tap Photos, and browse to a photo or video.
2.Tap e« >save to SkyDrive.
3. Write a caption for the photo, if you want, and tap @ or @.
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Y Tip: Tosetyour phone to automatically upload photos or videos to SkyDrive, on the start screen,
swipe left, and tap [2] Settings. Swipe to applications, and tap photos+camera > SkyDrive.

Save an Office document to SkyDrive

Tap [ Office, swipe to places, and tap phone. Then tap and hold the file you want to save, and tap

save to... > SkyDrive.

Y Tip: You can also save a document to SkyDrive while working on it. Tap s« > save, and switch
Save to to SkyDrive. If you change the Save to location, it changes the default location for all
files.

Share your photos and documents between your devices

With SkyDrive, you can easily access your photos, documents, and other stuff you have uploaded
from any of your devices.

To upload your photos, documents, or other stuff saved on your phone, tablet, or computer to
SkyDrive, you need to sign in to your Microsoft account. To access the uploaded content on another
device, you need to sign in to the same Microsoft account that was used when uploading the content.

To upload or download content, you need an internet connection. If you don't have a data plan, the
data transmission costs may pile up quickly. For info about possible data costs, contact your network
service provider.

There are several places where you can access your stuff on SkyDrive. On your phone, you can check
your photos and videos in the Photos hub, or open your Office documents in the Office hub. You can
also download the SkyDrive app from Store to see and manage all types of files on your phone.

On your tablet or computer, you can either manage your stuff online at www.skydrive.com, or you
can use the SkyDrive app and access SkyDrive straight from your desktop. If you don't yet have the
SkyDrive app, you can download and install it from www.skydrive.com.

Call a contact
Calling your friends is quick and easy when you've saved them as contacts in your phone.

1.Tap@A>®.
2. Tap the contact and the number.

Y Tip: Is your friend's voice too loud or quiet? Press the volume keys to change the volume.

Copy and paste a phone number
Tap and hold the phone number, and tap copy, and in a text box, tap ®.

Use your voice to make a call
You can use your voice to call a contact.

1. Press and hold %.
2. Say Call and the contact's name.

To cancel, press €.

Y Tip: You can also use voice dialling with a Bluetooth headset.
This feature may not be available in all languages.

Call the last dialled number

Still have some words to say to your friends? Call them again. In the call history view, you can see info
about the calls you have made and received.
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1. On the start screen, tap .
2. Tap ® next to the name or phone number.

Make a conference call

Your phone supports conference calls between two or more people. The maximum number of
participants can vary, depending on your network service provider.

1. Make a call to the first person.
2. To make a call to another person, press €, and make the call in the normal way.
3. When the new call is answered, tap &.

Add another person to the call
Tap &, call another person, and tap &.

Have a private conversation with someone
Tap b and the person's name or phone number. The conference call is put on hold on your phone.
The other people continue the conference call.

To return to the conference call, tap 2.

Forward calls to another phone

Can't always answer the phone, but don't want to miss any incoming calls? You can forward them to
another phone number.

1. Tap[@ > eee >settings.
2. Switch Call forwarding to On E=[.
3. Type in the phone number in the Forward calls to box, and tap save.

Y Tip: To check if call forwarding is being used, shown by ¢, tap the top of the screen.

Forward calls to your voicemail

Besides forwarding calls to another phone number, you can also forward these calls to your voicemail,
and listen to them later.

1. Tap @ > eee >settings.
2. For the first time, type in your default voicemail number in the Voicemail number box.
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Contact your service provider to get the default voicemail number.

3. If necessary, switch Use default voicemail number to On ==[].

Edit your voicemail number

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3. Tap a contact detail, fill in the fields, and tap ®@.
4. When you have added the details, tap ®.

Edit a contact
Tap the contact and @, and edit or add details, such as a ringtone, or a web address.

Delete a contact
Tap the contact and eee > delete.

The contact is deleted both from your phone and, with some exceptions such as Facebook, Twitter,
and LinkedIn, from the online service where it's stored.

Do you have separate entries for the same contact from different social networking services or mail
accounts? You can link multiple contacts so that their info is in a single contact card.

Tap #. People, and swipe to all.

Unlink a contact
Tap the main contact and @, and tap the contact to be unlinked and unlink.

Copy contacts from a SIM card
If you have contacts stored on your SIM card, you can copy them to your phone.

Share your plans with your family and friends

Want to gather with people, but find it difficult to set a date and time convenient for everybody? You
can invite others to chat, and privately share a calendar, photos, or notes.

To use this feature, you need to sign in to your Microsoft account.

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Social networking services on your phone keep you connected.

Check the privacy
settings of the social networking service you are using, as you may share info with a large group of
people. The terms of use of the social networking service apply to sharing info on that service.
Familiarise yourself with the terms of use and the privacy practices of that service.

Change your profile photo

When you set up your Facebook or Microsoft account on your phone, your profile photo from one of
these social networking services becomes your contact card photo on your phone. If you change your
photo on your phone, you can update your Facebook and Microsoft account profiles at the same
time.

Messages and chats between you and a particular contact are arranged into conversations.

When you want to get in touch with a contact, your phone can help you pick the best method. If your
contact is signed in to a chat service, you can start chatting. Otherwise, you can send a text message
instead.

If you make contact groups containing, for example, family or colleagues, you can send a message
to a group.

In the messaging settings, you can set your phone to back up your messages to SkyDrive. If you
change to a new Windows Phone device, you can get your messages to your new phone during the
setup.

You can send text messages that are longer than the character limit for a single message. Longer
messages are sent as two or more messages. Your service provider may charge accordingly.
Characters with accents, other marks, or some language options, take more space, and limit the
number of characters that can be sent in a single message.

Using services or downloading content may cause transfer of large amounts of data, which may result
in data traffic costs.

Send a message
With text and multimedia messages, you can quickly contact your friends and family.

1. On the start screen, tap £l Messaging.
2. Tap®.
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3. To add a recipient from your contacts list, tap ®, or start writing a name. You can also type in a
phone number. You can add more than one recipient.
4. Tap the message box, and write your message.

Y Tip: To add a smiley, tap ©.
5. To add an attachment, tap ® and the file.

Y Tip: You can also take a new photo while writing your message. Tap picture or video and @, take
a photo, and tap accept.

If the item you insert in a multimedia message is too large for the network, the device may
automatically reduce the size.

Only compatible devices can receive and show multimedia messages. Messages may look different
in different devices.

Read a message

You can see on the start screen when you've received a message.

You can view the messages between you and a contact in one conversation thread. The thread can
contain text messages, multimedia messages, and chats.

Sending a message with an attachment may be more expensive than sending a normal text message.
For more info, contact your service provider.

Your friends receive a message with a picture of where you are on the map.

Send an audio message
Want to remember your friend with a birthday song? Send your song as an audio message.

1. When writing a message, tap ® > voice note.
2. Record your message, and tap done.
3. TapGs.

Use your voice to write a message
Too busy to write a message? Write and send a text message with your voice.

This feature is not available in all languages. For info on the supported languages, go to
support.microsoft.com.

All the mails you selected are deleted. Depending on your mail account, the mails may be deleted
from your mail server, too.

A company account on your phone helps you do your job.

If your company has apps available, you are given the option to download them, as soon as you've
finished adding the company account to your phone. If an app isn't available until after you've already
set up your account, your company can let you know how to get it.

Acompany Hub lets you get to all sorts of company information in one place —such as news, expenses,
apps, or access to a company store. Installing a Hub works the same way as installing a company app
—if one's available, you have the option to add it once you've added your company account. If your
company develops a Hub later, you are offered another way to get it set up when ready.

Most company accounts include a policy. A company policy allows your company to add safeguards
to your phone, often to protect confidential or sensitive information.

Y Tip: When roamingin an area where 4G might not be available, switch back to 3G. This also helps
your battery last longer, as your phone won't try to connect to the 4G network unnecessarily.

Your phone periodically checks for and notifies you of available connections. The notification appears
briefly at the top of the screen. To manage your Wi-Fi connections, select the notification.

On the start screen, swipe left, and tap [5] Settings > WiFi.

o Important: Use encryption to increase the security of your Wi-Fi connection. Using encryption
reduces the risk of others accessing your data.

Wi-Fi positioning improves positioning accuracy when satellite signals are not available, especially
when you are indoors or between tall buildings. You can also switch Wi-Fi off in your phone settings.

Connect to a Wi-Fi

Connecting to a Wi-Fi network is a handy way of accessing the internet. When out and about, you can
connect to Wi-Fi networks in public places, such as a library or internet café.

On the start screen, swipe left, and tap [5] Settings.

2. Make sure WiFi networking is switched to On E=[].
3. Select the connection you want to use.

Close the connection
Tap WiFi, and switch WiFi networking to Off [Jm.

NFC

Explore the world around you. Tap accessories to connect to them, and tap tags to call someone or
open a website. Near Field Communication (NFC) makes connecting easy and fun.

With NFC, you can:

e Connect to compatible Bluetooth accessories that support NFC, such as a headset or a wireless
loudspeaker.

e Send things, such as contacts or your own pictures, to your friend's phone with tap+send.

e Tap tags to get more content for your phone or to access online services.

e Collect your cards digitally in Wallet.

e Pay with your phone, if supported by your network service provider.

The NFC area is on the back of your phone, near the camera. Tap other phones, accessories, tags, or
readers with the NFC area.
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Before using NFC, make sure the screen and keys are unlocked. You may be able to pay or use your
phone as a ticket even when your phone is locked, depending on your service provider.

Connect to a Bluetooth accessory with NFC

Hands busy? Use a headset. Or why not listen to music using wireless speakers? You only need to
tap the compatible accessory with your phone.

Tap the NFC area of the accessory with the NFC area of your phone, and follow the instructions on
the screen.

Disconnect the accessory
Tap the NFC area of the accessory again.

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Read NFC tags

NFC tags can contain info, such as a web address, a phone number, or a business card. If you see a
tag, why not tap it with your phone, and see what happens?

Tap a tag with the NFC area of your phone.

Pay with your phone

Is your wallet full of credit cards and membership cards? Store your cards digitally in your phone, so
you can pay more easily.

To find out which services are available in your area, contact your network service provider. The
services are tied to your SIM.

2. On the start screen, swipe left, and tap g Wallet.

Add a credit or debit card to your phone

Tap ® > credit or debit, and follow the instructions on the screen.

Your phone searches for an app, available from your service provider, that can be linked to your card.
Add a membership card to your phone

Tap ® > other.

Your phone searches for an app, available from your service provider, that can be linked to your card.
Pay with your phone

Tap the reader with the NFC area of your phone. Your service provider may ask you to confirm the
payment.

Bluetooth

Since devices with Bluetooth wireless technology communicate using radio waves, they do not need
to be in direct line-of-sight. However, they must be within 10 metres (33 feet) of each other, although
the connection may be subject to interference from obstructions such as walls or from other
electronic devices.

Paired devices can connect to your phone when Bluetooth is switched on. Other devices can detect
your phone only if the Bluetooth settings view is open.

Do not pair with or accept connection requests from an unknown device. This helps to protect your
phone from harmful content.

Connect to a wireless headset

With a wireless headset (available separately), you can speak on the phone hands free - you can
continue what you're doing, such as working at your computer, during a call.

1. On the start screen, swipe left, and tap [5] Settings > Bluetooth.
2. Switch Status to On E==[]
3. Make sure the headset is on.

You may need to start the pairing process from the headset. For details, see your headset user guide.

4. To pair your phone and the headset, tap the headset in the list.
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5. You may need to type in a passcode. For details, see your headset user guide.

Send your content using Bluetooth

Want to share your content or send photos you've taken to a friend? You can use Bluetooth to
wirelessly send your photos, or other content to compatible devices or to your computer.

You can use more than one Bluetooth connection at a time. For example, while using a Bluetooth
headset, you can still send things to another device.

1. Make sure Bluetooth is switched on.

2. Tap and hold the content you want to send, and tap share... > Bluetooth.

3. Tap the device to connect to. You can see the Bluetooth devices within range.

4. If the other device needs a passcode, type in the passcode. The passcode, which you can make up,
must be typed in on both devices. The passcode in some devices is fixed. For details, see the user
guide of the other device.

The passcode is only used when you connect to something for the first time.

Back up and restore data on your phone

Accidents can happen - so set your phone to back up your settings and stuff to your Microsoft
account.

You need a Microsoft account to back up your phone.

To check the details of your phone memory, tap phone.

If you're running out of space, first check for and remove things you no longer need:

e Contact entries and details

* Music, photos, or videos
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Delete an app from your phone

You can remove installed apps that you no longer want to keep or use, to increase the amount of
available memory.

1. On the start screen, swipe left to the apps menu.
2. Tap and hold the app, and tap uninstall. You may not be able to remove some apps.

If you remove an app, you may be able to reinstall without buying again, as long as the app is available
in Store.

If an installed app depends on a removed app, the installed app may stop working. For details, see
the user documentation of the installed app.

Copy content between your phone and computer

Copy photos, videos, music, and other content created by you between your phone and computer.
If your computer is a Mac, install the Windows Phone app from the Mac App Store.

1. Connect your phone to a compatible computer with a compatible USB cable.

Your phone is shown as a separate drive on the computer.

2. On your computer, select the phone.
3. Drag and drop items from your phone to the computer or from your computer to the phone.

Y Tip: If your computer's operating system is Windows 7 or Windows 8, you can also use the
Windows Phone app.

This helps you protect your phone against
unauthorised use.

You can set your phone to ask for the lock code
that you define.

Keep the code secret and in a safe place,
separate from your phone.

e Reset your phone. This restores the factory settings, and erases all your personal content,
including apps you've purchased and downloaded. On the start screen, swipe left, and tap [
Settings > about > reset your phone.

If your issue remains unsolved, contact your network service provider or Nokia for repair options.
Before sending your phone for repair, always back up your data, as all personal data in your phone
may be deleted.

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Find your phone label

If you need to call Nokia Care or your service provider, you need specific information listed on your
phone label.
